Our tuition is still one of the lowest in the diocese
and our enrollment is stable and even rising because of the reputaion we have for
excellence with humble reliance on the grace of God to work through us in truth and
love.

We will ask your continued support for Mardi Gras and any other fundraising
activities promoted to benefit our school. These are not only opportunities to help our
school stay open, they dso dlow us to build relaionships between families who care
dearly about the early development of our young people.
